In poetry the length of the lines are determined by the poet not by the margins of the page. Choosing where the line ends affects the rhythm with which the poem is read or spoken and can create a dramatic effect. 
Mark with a coloured pencil where you would start each new line, then cut and paste the lines as you would like to see them on the page.
